We didn't even 

stop to eat our meals, just bought snacks from vending machines and didn't know or care if we were hun-

gry or not.  At one of the visitors' stops shortly after dawn, I remember having an almost uncontrollable 

urge to shout out at the top of my lungs, òMY SON DIED LAST NIGHT, HIS NAME IS LOUIS.  

PLEASE PRAY FOR HIM!!!ó  But the world was just going along in its own daily groove, oblivious of 

my pain.  

 

When we got to the Richmond area around quitting time, it was cold and the icy road was congested with 

work-a-day traffic.  The family was assembled at our house and we couldn't wait to get back to the com-

fort of home.  Everyone had been so kind and at a time like that, all these tender mercies are remembered 

well. 

 

We thought that was the most difficult journey of our lives.  But the journey through time from that Feb-

ruary day in 2004 until this February of 2006 has been more arduous than we could have imagined.  

Your passing has affected everything we do, every thought we think.  It is almost impossible to explain the 

impact it has had on us. 

 

But God is good, even through our anguish we continue to appreciate his mercy and blessings and espe-

cially all the love we have left.  May your soul rest in pace, dear son.  We love you.  We bless your life.
